May 6. I went on the Hills, to ſee what 
there might be on the other Side of the Iſland 
proper for me, or any Greens or other Things 
to ſubſiſt on, but to my Sorrow found nothing 
worthy of Notice. I ſincerely wilh'd ſome 
Accident would befall me to finiſh theſe my 
miſerable Days: In the Evening I waik'd very 
melancholly back to my Tent and with Diffi- 
culty found the Way, and as I was walking, 1 
pray'd to God Almighty to put a Period to 
my Days, or help me off from this Iſland; 
when I came to my Tent, I ſecur'd it the beſt -

In the Morn I went to my Water 
Cask, it being half a League from my Tent, 
and after with much Difficulty got it to my 
Tent: I firſt put a Spile in it, but loſt much 

Water that Way: wherefore I got it on its 
Head, and with much Trouble took out its 
upper Head. I made a white Flag, which I 
put on my Piece, having nothing elſe, and fixt 
it on a Hill near the Sea: I had no Powder or 
Shot, wherefore my Gun was uſeleſs. That 
Night I put more Stones about my Tent. 

May 8 In the Morn I took my Flag down 
again; and ſc: it on a Hill the other Side of 
the Iſland, By the Way I found a Turtle, 
which I killed wich the Butt of my Musket, 
and went back to my Tent, and fat down 
being very weary : I truſt God Almighty will 
deliver me by ſome Ship that may touch here: 
In the Evening I mov'd my Tent to the other 
Side of the Rocks, leſt ſome of them fnould 
fall on me and endanger my Life.
